	1. Minutes
	The minutes of the meeting of 25 July were approved. 

	2. Planning
	 Zipwire project in Castle - 8K people have signed a petition against it and a request for judicial review has been lodged due to disturbance to the bat population (no environmental impact survey has been carried out)

After lengthy discussions on the 2nd runway in Dublin airport, it was decided to monitor the situation. There is a meeting on 5th Oct at 8pm in Portmarnock Sports and Leisure Centre for anyone interested in finding out more. 

Casino - no real news, major concerns about the project were raised (time being taken to progress and lack of details on what exactly will be displayed (as rolling stock and in cabinets)). It was decided that MCF should write to FCC to find out what exactly is happening and also to invite the architect in to MCF meeting to give details. 

St Margaret's Rd RA are extremely worried about the proposed activities planned on new hard surface area in the Castle 

In general the committee were concerned about the lack of communications from FCC on the impact of work proposed on the community - Action - we should write to request details. 

Car park spaces outside Duffys - unclear why 3 spaces were left as it causes congestion - Action - write to object

	3. Environment
	It was noted that there are 11 sandwich boards on the street (between the Mall and Main St). Action - Meet with Malahide Chamber to discuss. Then contact Environment Dept in FCC to request enforcement of rules in relation to same as permission is needed to display such a board. 

Plans for the Green - no further communication, it is unclear if/when this will go ahead, there has been no consultation with residents - Action - request meeting with FCC or get clarity on this and a number of other issues.
