	The latest planning applications and decisions from Fingal County Council were discussed. There was nothing deemed very significant. Therapie Clinic has been refused permission for a sign. Permission has been granted for a revised development of 32 houses at Streamstown Lane.
For the second runway at Dublin Airport new legislation has been proposed by the Minister of Transport on noise control. The Irish Aviation Authority has been deemed the competent authority on this subject. It was mentioned that Dublin has the least restrictive noise regulation in Europe at present. Fingal Organised Residents United Movement (FORUM) will be meeting with Fingal County Council in the coming days to discuss this in more detail. It was agreed to put a PowerPoint presentation of the proposed changes onto the MCF website. There is also a public meeting scheduled for October 24th in The Grand Hotel.
