	1. Minutes
	The minutes of the meeting of 16 January  were approved. 

	2. Planning
	The latest planning applications and decisions from Fingal County Council were discussed.

There is a proposed demolition of an existing house and to construct a new 425sqm house on the Dublin Road (Ref F17A/0054). It was felt that the proposed frontage of 20m would be too large and not in keeping with the developments in the area. The Forum is seeking professional advice on this view at present. 

An acknowledgement has been received from Fingal County Council to the objection lodged by the Forum for the proposed development of 23 apts on Gasyard Lane (Ref F16A/0583). 

	3. Environment
	Councillor Anthony Lavin raised the issue of the bad odour on Church Road at the meeting of the Howth/Malahide area committee in February. The issue has now been resolved. The Forum will monitor this closely to ensure it does not reoccur. 

It was noted that the potholes on St Margaret’s Avenue are quite deep and this results in damage to vehicles and also unwanted dirt being sprayed onto pedestrians. 

	4. Transport
	We discussed the proposal contained in the Malahide Programme for Works 2017 to move the lay-by for the bus stop from North Side of R106 to South Side of R106 at St Sylvester's Church. From a safety point of view, this welcomed. However, it was felt that it should be only one part of a better solution.

The clock-faced schedule on the Dart has still not been implemented.
