Mr Brian Geraghty of The Epilepsy Care Foundation gave a presentation on the proposal for allotments on the North side of the Swords Road.  There will 75 allotments for Epilepsy Care and 225 for the public at a cost of €200 per year for 50m² and €300 for 100m².  It is planned that they will open at the start of February 2012. Planning/Development: 

Somerton, The Mall (F10A/0117): The Court adjourned the case to September to allow the applicant time to submit a planning application following consultation with the planner and Conservation Officer of FCC.  New application still awaited but sign has been partially removed.
Silks (F11A/0241): Additional information has been received.
Diamond Burger Bar (F09A/0606): Owners have been notified that they must comply with Condition No. 3 of their planning permission which prohibits music being played outside the premises.  Speakers reappeared but have now been removed for the second time.
Gibneys (F11A/0040): Request by FCC for additional information has been extended by three months.
Maud Plunkett’s (F11A/0307): We have lodged objection.
Fragrance House, Marina (F11A/0326): We have lodged objection.
TR advised that Millview is very concerned about the condition of Casino and emphasis should be placed on the house itself.  MC to contact the Conservation Officer to request another inspection.

Transport: There is no further news on the Shuttle and a response to the last communication is still awaited.
The amended timetable for trains and buses has now been put on our website.  This can be printed on both sides of an A4 sheet and folded to credit card size and may be downloaded at www.malahideforum.ie under the heading “Transport”.
We have received notification of the closure of the Swords Road from Seabury to Waterside from 1 – 4 November for resurfacing works.

Environment: We have been notified that 9 alternative locations are being considered for the regional sewage plant so that there are now options other than Portrane.  
It was noted that Panda is taking over the waste collection service from FCC from 1 November 2011.
The Tidy Towns Committee is currently concentrating on long term planning and encouraging people to participate.  The gold medal will be presented in November.
There is a bad sewage smell in the area of the bus stop opposite the church and we will contact FCC about this.

Neighbourhood Watch: September was a quiet month with very few burglaries, although there were still several thefts from cars.  However, it was noted that there have been some very serious burglaries in the area in the last 2 or 3 weeks.
