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Monthly Notes from Malahide Community Forum 
November 2011

Planning/Development: 
Maud Plunkett’s (F11A/0307) development had been refused by FCC but has been appealed.  We will send in an observation to Bord Pleanála.

Marina (Fragrance House) (F11A/0326) has been refused by FCC.

Kinsealy Lane (East) (F11A/0386) is a new application for 76 dwellings, virtually identical to an earlier application which was withdrawn.  We will object again.

Transport:  
The subcommittee has investigated sightlines at the junction of Kinsealy Lane and Chapel Lane and found that vegetation was not the problem, but there were a couple of illegal signs.  It was agreed to write to the owners of these signs.

It seems that the walkway / cycleway over the viaduct cannot go ahead without a formal study requested by the Parks and Wildlife Service, for which FCC has funding but does not intend to carry out.  It was agreed to contact FCC to discuss how to push this forward.

There was a brief discussion of the likely effects of the Government capital cutbacks, including the cancellation of Metro North and the possible future rail link between Clongriffin and the airport.  It was felt that the DART service to Malahide was unlikely to suffer as a result.

Environment: 
It was reported that FCC state that cleaning of the drains in St Margaret’s Rd is carried out “regularly” and most recently in September.

It seems likely that Malahide Garda Station will be closed at night, in future.  It is stated, however, that “coverage” will be the same as now.  The Gardaí are keen that all problems should be reported, as they are then logged and acted upon.  It was suggested that an email may be a more certain way of getting a communication into the log.  We will find out and circulate the relevant email addresses.

It seems that the most likely location for a regional sewage plant will NOT be Portrane but more likely near the airport.  

If sponsors are willing to donate benches for the coastal walk, or elsewhere, FCC will source and install them, at the sponsor’s expense.

There was some discussion about the spare space to the north of the spectator bank on the north-east side of the re-laid Cricket ground and also some doubt expressed about the “promised” walkway between the pitches.  The Forum will raise these issues with the Cricket Club and if necessary with FCC.

There was considerable recent flooding at Bath Avenue, near the Grand Hotel, and also on Strand Street, near the Green.  The Forum will take this up with FCC.

Neighbourhood Watch: 

Coolock Garda Station prisoner cells will be available for use in January.
iPhones are being targeted by thieves.  Owners of these phones are advised to download an app called "Find my iPhone" which can be used to locate a phone to an accuracy of three metres. The Gardaí will assist by getting a search warrant for the property where the iPhone is located.  The phone owners should not approach the property without first consulting with the Gardaí.
