Planning/Development Issues: 

Maud Plunkett’s (F11A/0307): Permission was refused but has been appealed to An Bord Pleanála.  We have submitted an observation. 
Marina, Fragrance House (F11A/0326): Permission was refused and this has been appealed to ABP. 
Kinsealy Lane East (F11A/0386): Permission granted by FCC for 74 dwellings.  We have submitted an observation to ABP. 
Gibneys (F11A/0040): Additional information on this application was received by FCC on 12 January.
Castle Terrace – rere, (F11A/0464): It was agreed the Forum will object due to traffic concerns, overdevelopment and inappropriate design within an ACA.  St. Margaret’s Rd RA also intends to lodge an objection.
Concern was again expressed about the condition of Casino.  We will contact FCC and also local councillors.  It was agreed that a Casino group be formed to investigate possible solutions.
FCC advises that it has carried out a number of inspections of sandwich boards and other signage placed on footpaths in Malahide throughout 2011.  A number of items of street furniture were found to be obstructing the footpaths and owners were requested to remove them.  This is an ongoing issue and will be kept under constant review by the FCC.

Transport: Malahide Shuttle: The working group has been in dialogue with the National Transport Authority for the last few months about why our application was turned down.  The group is now looking at the possibility of submitting a revised application.  The Shuttle website www.malahideshuttle.ie will be kept up to date.

Environment: The Forum met with the cricket club to discuss the use of the spare space to the north of the spectator bank and was advised that this land is earmarked for use for practice nets.  We were also advised that the footpath around the pitch is to be completed by FCC.
We have been in contact with Ned Farrell, Area Inspector, FCC Drainage Dept regarding the foul smell detected in the area opposite St. Sylvester’s Church.  The drains have been checked up and downstream and they are all clear so Mr Farrell feels it is probably caused by the treatment plant in the Marina and a northerly wind direction.  He requested that the Forum telephones to report when the smell is detected so they are able to investigate whilst it is still there.  
FCC Parks & Heritage Properties Division has met with officials from clubs with containers in the Demesne and hopes to remove the majority of the containers in the New Year when weather permits.  2 of the 4 containers at Bridgefield are no longer used and will be removed.  FCC will work with the relevant club to try to conceal its remaining 2 containers in a better way.
The footpath at the side of the Demesne on Back Road is very muddy and needs infilling.  We will contact FCC in this regard.

Neighbourhood Watch: There has been no Neighbourhood Watch meeting in January.
